The Vanderbilt Kennedy Treatment and Research
Institute for Autism Spectrum Disorders (TRIAD)
offers an intensive social skills day camp. Camp
sessions are 1 week for individuals ages 7-11
and 3 weeks for individuals ages 12-21. TRIAD
provides a fun, structured camp environment in
which all children can learn and have successful
interactions with their peers. Campers must have
language and reading skills. Children with typical
development between the ages of 7 and 13 are
invited to take part as peer models. The camp
takes place at University School of Nashville.
